Unit 3—Founding Father Musical--GRASPS Performance Task
Goal
· Your goal as a group is to research and perform a hip hop musical skit on an assigned “founding father” in American history.  

Role

· Individually, you are asked to fulfill two roles--researcher and performer.  You will research both primary and secondary sources of evidence to determine the founding father’s major personality traits, professional circumstances, personal and public relationships, political beliefs and achievements. 
Audience

· Your audience will be your fellow classmates, administrators, and teachers via a video recording of your group’s 5-7 minute performance.

Situation

· Your group should focus on a particular moment in time of the life of this particular founding father.  Specific focus of the project should be from the time surrounding the American Revolution through George Washington’s presidency.  This should be considered a turning point experience (periodization) in the life of the founding father.  Your research and performance will be graded using a project rubric.  This project will be weighted as a test grade.

Product Performance and Purpose

· Students will use Lin Manuel Miranda’s Broadway musical, Hamilton as a model for their research and performance.  Since opening in New York in 2015, Hamilton - a hip-hop musical about the life of American founding father Alexander Hamilton and the American Revolution - has sold out its whole run, won the Pulitzer Prize for drama, and was nominated for a record-breaking 16 Tony awards, eventually winning 11.

· Student research and performance should support the following APUSH Key Concepts:

· Key Concept 3.1:  British attempts to assert tighter control over its North American colonies and the colonial resolve to pursue self-government led to a colonial independence movement and the Revolutionary War.

· Key Concept 3.2:  The American Revolution’s democratic and republican ideals inspired new experiments with different forms of government.

Standards and Criteria for Success:

·    Student performance has to be based on an understanding of primary and secondary sources researched; the sources assigned and chosen should clearly support an accurate and revealing portrayal of one founding father’s circumstances, relationships, beliefs and achievements.  A transcript is submitted that demonstrates a connection between the research and performance.

·   The performance is focused and demonstrates a direct connection between the content researched and the APUSH Period 3 Key Concepts.
·    Student performance also reflects a direct connection between the Founding Father and the APUSH theme of “Politics and Power” and one other theme
·    Students creatively support their performance with background music, stage lighting, sets, props, costumes, makeup
·    Students successfully uploaded the following into Google Drive:  an edited video presentation, a works cited page and a transcript of the performance by the assigned due date.
