Juveniles and the law

· Juvenile: Person under legal age (depends on the state 16/18)

· Juvenile delinquent: juvenile who frequently is in trouble

· Purpose of juvenile court is REHABILITATION not PUNISHMENT

· More juveniles today are being charged as adults due to serious nature of crimes

· In Re Gault (1967): Case that decided juveniles DO have some due process rights
